July -- December

It has been an exciting time
to be part of the Mission
Team at SGPC this year.

In July, we continued our Missions Program
formerly led ably by Elder Bob Martin. We are
grateful for his leadership over the past three
years and continued help with our current
mission projects.

We've seen the birth and growth of several new
mission projects this last six months including
the “Community Restore Project,” “Backpack
Buddy Program,” and the Burnet-Williamson
County “Meals on Wheels” project. We have
also been able to lend extra financial support
totaling $9,600.00 to fourteen of our target
benevolences in an especially difficult time in
their histories. Additionally we've been blessed
to have Krystal Leedy join us from the Austin
Presbyterian Theological Seminary as our new
Intern.

Below is a brief summary of a few of our other
mission activities and more detail about some of
those activities mentioned above.

In July, we presented over four Sundays, a
“Missions Mini-Series” with presentations by
representatives from The Caring Place, Meals
on Wheels, Austin Presbyterian Children’s
Home, and the Georgetown Habitat project.

In August, twenty-six of our members joined
thirty members of Main Street Baptist Church
and Terranova in the “Community Restore
Project”. A six-day work project restoring the
exteriors of two homes and clearing the lots of
three homes in central Georgetown. This
project prevented the condemnation of the
properties and saved the relocation of the
families living there.

September brought us the opportunity to aid the
Georgetown Homeless Education Project by
donating thirty backpacks filled with school
supplies to children in need in the GISD system.
September also saw the beginning of our
participation in the “Backpack Buddy” program.
This program was initiated by the Georgetown
Ministerial Alliance and is designed to provide
food over the weekends for school children at
risk for having uncertain food availability. We
are sharing a school with Wellspring United
Methodist Church and are currently providing
seventeen “kitters” to package food for forty-four



Carver Elementary second graders each week
during the school year.

For the first time in several years we were able
to welcome a new intern “Minister of the Word
and Sacrament” to SGPC, Krystal Leedy.
Krystal will be with us until her school term ends
in May 2010.

October was a busy month with activities
beginning on October 11, with our own
missionary, Pastor Mary Ferris, presenting an
update concerning her Romanian Orphanage
program. Her presentation was followed the
same day by Pastor Cazden Minter, who is
currently developing a new church in
Leander/Cedar Park, delivering one of his first
sermons to us. On October 18, the annual Crop
Walk was held in San Gabriel Park and as
reported by team leader Eric Urben, SGPC had
20 walkers this year with $1,260 raised, up from
$860 last year.

November our Mission efforts supported the
Georgetown Ministerial Alliance program, “The
Georgetown Thanksgiving Meal”. This year
SGPC members donated several volunteers as
well as $850 to the project. The result of this
multi-church activity was that over eight hundred
Thanksgiving meals were prepared and served
or delivered to hungry folks in Georgetown who
may not have had a meal otherwise. In
November SGPC members also participated in
luncheons to support two of our favorite
benevolences, the  Austin Presbyterian
Children’s Home and the Austin Presbyterian
Theological Seminary.

In December, our efforts turned toward
developing personnel and structure to begin our
foray into the Williamson-Burnet County “Meals
on Wheels” program. We currently have
fourteen member volunteers who have been
background checked, completed paper work,
and have or will take “buddy rides” to begin our
first delivery adventure on January 4, 2010.

“The Caring Place” for SGPC is a year-round
project and an integral part of our mission at
SGPC of feeding the hungry. There probably is
not a day that goes by that one or more of our

members does not drop by the donation drive
and leave either food or other donations to
support their massive food bank. So to
accurately quantify our support defies
imagination. However, TCP Board member and
SGPC team leader Gene Newton reports that he
knows of donations of over 2000 pounds of food
that SGPC has given this year as well as at least
$5,000 in individual, budgeted, and non-
budgeted donations.

Since I'm on numbers now, | do think that |
would be remiss if | didn't mention that I've
calculated that we have been blessed for the
last six months with having at least 136
volunteers from SGPC contribute at least one
thousand volunteer hours. If these volunteer
hours were multiplied by $15/hour worked, they
would be equal to $15,000 more in donations
that will not appear in the printed Mission budget
benevolence calculation for 2009. | wish
somehow they could. A detailed benevolence
report can be found in the financial portion of the
annual report.

I'm sure you feel as | do the awesome power of
the Holy Spirit moving in our Church as
evidenced in part by the overwhelming Mission
focus shown by all. I wish for each of you
continued Christ’s Blessings in 2010.

This was our second year in
the new building and we
experienced fantastic growth
in using the space we have.
Before  completion, we
contemplated on how we
would use “all this space.”
Now we are finding we really need more space!
The work of Christ is prevalent throughout all our
ministries and it has presented some interesting
challenges for the Administrative Ministry to
provide a base to do God’'s work. The Admin
committee kept their eye on being good
stewards of the resources we had and were able
to come in substantially under budget.

Major Accomplishments in 2009:

- We added staff to handle the increased
workload which presented its’ own
challenge for space.

The insurance program was thoroughly
reviewed and additions and tweaks
were made to keep us in compliance
and offer a safe place to carry on the
work of the Lord.

We added a sound booth in the rear of
the sanctuary to better accommodate
our audio/video needs.

Viewing screens were added on each
side of the chancel along with projectors
so that more of our service could be
visible to all.

An additional 100 chairs were
purchased to meet the needs of
increased attendance.

Landscaping was done to be in
compliance with the city of Georgetown
and to beautify the building.

Continued working on the sound system
to improve quality sound in the
sanctuary.

Added additional carpeting to aid in the
sound quality.

Approved several outside groups to use
our facility throughout the year.

Needless to say, we were very active in the day-
to-day life of the church and every effort was
made to do as much of the work as possible
using volunteer help.

The Country
Store sold homemade baked goods and jellies
and jams and “country store” crafts. The Country
Store raised $1300 to be used for SGPC youth
to attend summer church camps. On October
24, SGPC hosted ChocoRama. The chocolate
festival organized by Jeannie Wood raised $892

for The Caring Place, plus added just a few
calories to those attending.

OUR VISION FOR 2015

In Jesus Christ and led by the Spirit, generations work
together to live and share God’s love and the Word with each
other, our community and the world.

In June 2007, the Session identified the need to begin a new
long range visioning process to discern God’s vision for our
church. A planning team was formed and they developed
twenty questions which, when answered, would provide a
Vision for our church for 2015.

Early in 2009, the Vision Team was formed consisting of:
Kent Didriksen, Nell Newton, Marlene Tyrrell, Bill Urban, and
Dr. Jeanie Stanley, ex officio. We broke into task forces
focusing on demographics, community needs, congregational
needs, values and hopes, theology, and facilities and staffing.

In March 2009, we held congregational gatherings totaling over one hundred people and broke into small
groups to answer four questions addressing our needs, values, and hopes. Summaries of these responses,
the task force results, and the answers to the twenty questions were presented to Session on May 21, 2009.
The Session Ministry Teams then met with interested members of the congregation to prioritize their ministry
goals for the next five years.

The Session affirmed our present Mission Statement and developed a Vision Statement reflecting the spirit
of our congregation. It was approved on September 3, 2009. All information gathered by the Vision Process
Team and the Vision Team is available in binders in the church office. We hope you will use them as a
valuable resource in the operation and planning for our church. (The vision team report can be viewed on
the SGPC web site.)

The Vision Team is still intact, minus member, Bill Urban. We will be getting back with the ministries in April
for a progress report then report to the congregation on our progress.
