SGPC History: 10 years ago this summer 
After a vote in May, 1999, our fledgling church changed its name to San Gabriel Presbyterian Fellowship.  In June they 
approved a mission statement: The San Gabriel Presbyterian Fellowship lives and shares God’s love through Jesus Christ 
within our community and throughout God’s world. With 39 people in attendance one Sunday they ran out of hymnbooks. 
Seven people attended a Bible study class. 
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SGPC Celebrates 7 th Birthday     by Peg Case 
 
Although it is more than a decade since a small group of dedicated people gathered to organize a new Presbyterian church on the west 
side of Georgetown, on July 19th we will celebrate the seventh birthday of San Gabriel Presbyterian’s charter in Mission Presbytery with 
appropriate glee, dedication -- and food, of course. 
 
This past year, from July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009, saw many of the established programs continue and flourish.  Caring Place food 
collections, Crop Walk, Back to School drive for GISD homeless kids, Project Ladies, Souper Bowl of Caring, the popular WOW program, 
Summer Bible Adventure, Dinners for 8, the Living Nativity, Blessing of the Animals, the Shrove Tuesday, Ash Wednesday pancake supper 
and service, Bible studies, prayer shawls, Presbyterian Women:   these are a few that come to mind.  
 
More notable, perhaps, is the remarkable number of new programs and events the family of San Gabriel initiated and supported.  Here are 
some of them gleaned from past issues of the Trumpet. 

·  Kick-off for the lay ministry program, Get Connected, to recognize members‘ gifts and talents, spearheaded by Virginia Lazenby 
and Ellis Gill  

·  Singles/Alone group organizes for social get-togethers on holidays 
·  Bridge to the Future promotes a new capital funds campaign with Ray Barron, Chuck Baerman and others  
·  Gabriel’s Bells gets going under the enthusiastic guidance of Patricia Raglin with a second ensemble, Cast in Brass, added later 
·  Contemporary Music program adds to worship, first led by Megan Harvey, then Taylor Weaver 
·  SGPC Vision Team - Kent Didriksen, Nell Newton, Marlene Tyrrell and Bill Urban - works on the church’s vision for the next five 

years, enlisting feedback from the congregation 
·  More Stephen Ministers commissioned under the leadership of Larry Stewart 
·  Jerri Romine works on her Christian Educator certification - hired at the extravagant salary of $1 per year to facilitate the process 
·  Pumpkin Patch combines with a Holiday Bazaar both as outreach to the community and as a fundraiser for special projects 
·  Living Nativity receives an added promotion from the return of Moses, the camel, along with his buddy, Coco, the donkey, who 

earlier made the area news because of their disappearance for a few days. 
·  The church opens its facilities to a third Scout group - this one of Cub Scouts - and also to other outside groups like Weight 

Watchers and the Georgetown Job Cafe program. 
·  Youth of the church keep active with their Sing-along at the Wesleyan, helping with Ministerial Alliance Thanksgiving dinner, and 

the Caring Place Thanksgiving baskets, doing a drive for a needy family at Christmas, running the Souper Bowl Sunday collection 
- and adds a Sunday evening program called Detour.  

·  The beautiful Easter cross of flowers becomes larger, moved outside in front of the church with the Gills leading the effort. 
 
As a result of the continued growth of programs and activities, San Gabriel members establishes a Board of Deacons with six members.  
Elected to the first board were Anne Frohlich, moderator, Susan Didriksen, Carolyn Patterson, Shirley Everest, Buddy Bradford, and Dick 
Miller. 
 
The Session grows from 9 to 10 members plus a youth elder, another sign of growth. Elders elected in spring congregational meetings 
were Linda Gee, Ellis Gill, Bill Holland, Ann Stewart, and Pat Coatsworth.  Retiring the end of June were Bob Martin, Phyllis Perkins, Joan 
Shellene, and Jakob Romine.  No youth elder was elected for the 2009-2010 year. 
 
Other changes included the resignation of Joe Razek, treasurer for many years.  Dawn Machu resigned as elder to take on Joe’s duties 
until July 30.  Don Harper and his hard-working Building Committee were able to finish their official duties. 
 
The loss of Lois Frost, our dynamic choir director for many years, who passed away in November, was mourned by the congregation even 
as we celebrated her life.    We also said goodbye to Rev. Dr. Ervin Rymes who died in June.  Besides Lois and Erv, we mourned the 
passing and celebrated the lives of Austin Bridenstine and Joe Brackman. 
 
By God’s grace, the congregation received the services of Taylor Weaver , a multi-talented musician, who ably leads the music of worship, 
both the choir and the contemporary music programs.  The choir continues to grow and bless us with their musicality. 
 
All through the year we experienced the joy of welcoming many new members into the San Gabriel family - twenty-seven and still counting.  
We joined in the baptismal vows of five children and one adult. 
 
We continue to see improvements in and around the church building with the playscape still the most popular addition ever.  
 
Another year blessed by the Holy Spirit.  Our San Gabriel family takes seriously our commitment to God and His mission, within and 
without the church, but we sure have a lot of fun doing it!

The apostle 
Paul makes it clear that the “body of Christ” is a 
whole comprised of many parts yet functioning as 
one. The various members and services of a 
congregation interact, much as do the cells and 
organs of the human body. How individuals respond 
to the various challenges of congregational life and 
how the congregation adapts to change determines 
the health of a given congregation. 
 
Join the Rev. Larry Stewart for the Healthy 
Congregations Leadership Workshop.  Learn a new 
way of thinking about both the congregation and its 
leadership. You will see the congregation as a 
whole, as an organism, as a system. Instead of 
seeing separate parts, you will see interrelated parts 
and their interactions. No one part promotes health 
or illness. Everything contributes. The workshop will 
center around the stewardship of the congregation: 
how leaders care for, respond to, and oversee the 
congregation’s life together. The workshop is 
designed to enable participants to cultivate strong 
leadership capacities that challenge the 
congregation; learn how to develop healthy patterns 
of living together in community; learn to focus on 
strengths, resources, and options of the future;

Listening to Philippians  
Three things stand out about Paul’s letter to the church at 
Philippi; 
1) Paul wrote it,  
2) as a letter, not a gospel or a polemic, and  
3) the letter is to a particular church. 
Paul probably wrote this letter while in prison, circa 61 A. 
D., to a largely Gentile church. Since we hear only one 
side of a conversation, it is important that we “listen.”

I also go to the various events that the USO sponsors---to name a few---Toby Keith, various astronauts, and NBA 
players. Bagram is a Joint Forces base, which means we have several different countries working together, so we 
celebrated Egyptian Independence Day and an Afghanistan cultural evening with lots of ethnic food and dances.  
Fortunately, I only work half-day on Sunday's so I'm able to attend and volunteer at our church service.  It's really awesome!  
The service reminds me a lot of home.  Easter service was all Christian services combined and it was great to see everyone 
[Pentecostal, Baptist, Gospel etc.] come together to praise God. 
 
Anything else? 
I just ask for prayers for the innocent victims of Afghanistan - men, women and children alike.  The media does not show 
these quiet, proud people that are caught in the middle of this.  They are just like us in that they try to provide for their 
families the best that they can with the minimal resources of safe food / water and shelter to live in. This has become a third 
world country.  They come to work at our base in tattered shoes and clothes and put in a full days work like we do.  
Fortunately, we are able to provide them uniforms that they change into when they come in.   There are also  
various church organizations that donate clothes and shoes. I've met so many great Afghanistan people as patients and co-
workers and it frustrates me that I can't do more to help.  So I just ask for your prayers that we can continue to make 
progress over here and get these people back on their feet.
